
Convictions of Class E felonies on or before 
November 1, 1989 may be expunged if certain criteria are met:

•  No previous conviction outside of one felony
•  No use of physical force
•  No use of a deadly weapon
•  Not a sex offense 
•  No violent sex offender under title 40, chap 39 part 2
•  Did not involve use of alcohol or drugs and a motor vehicle
•  Did not involve the sale or distribution of controlled substance
•  Did not involve a minor as the victim
•  Did not result in the substantial loss of $25,000.00
